Thoreau put the
practical application to the Emersonian Transcetadish urges of the middle part of the
19" century in his masterpieca¥alden,and Civil Disobedience He saw nature as a
divine force arising from both within a person ahd external world and as a source of
energy moving between both spheres. Thoreau woaNg lapproved of creativity as a
source of energy in pledge drives. Going forwardsdtf-confident faith and material
practicality would have been important to anyorng a solitary existence next to a
frozen pond named Walden in March.

Still, as great a figure as Thoreau is in the Newl&nd landscapes of the 1800s, in
2008 as the Ides of March approaches, and wheplé¢ldge drive swings into high gear,
your church will need more than great thinkers. will need “imagineers.”
“Imagineering” is the use of mental images to bféctual results. Imagineering is much
more than magical thinking; it is bringing forttcta from ideals.

TIOS Presentation for Justice Sunday,
March 30
Dave Bryan and Sharlene Yabe will bring a
presentation to All Souls about AIDS education and
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awareness program, TIOS, founded by Colorado Spring
woman Amy Gillespie, who is now in Mozambique
following her calling to help children in Africa.i&@spie
developed a new HIV/AIDS training program that
bypassed the language barrier and is now being
recognized as an innovative and successful way of
reaching Africans with the facts of HIV. The progra
has been so successful, it resulted in her redograis a

top 20 finalist for CNN Heroes.

Registered as TIOS in MozambiqueDS Orphans
Skills Centers unique "Five Components of HIV"
program, has been recognized or adopted by Columbia
University, Peace Corps, JICA (Japanese Development
Corp), Church World Service, ITC (International dea
Cooperative), OSEO, US AID, and The National Colunci
to Combat AIDS in Mozambique.

On March 30, Justice Sunday, we will hear about the
TIOS Skills Centers in Mozambique which now educate
over 200 children a day in survival skills as wa#
income generating projects. The HIV/AIDS program is
unique and effective and goes as follows: The gitlhe
orphan center in Chimoio, Mozambique create
anatomically and ethnically correct dolls used for
HIV/AIDS training. Portuguese is the official larage in
Mozambique but the average adult only has 2 yefrs o
education, which creates tremendous obstacles in
HIV/AIDS training. The dolls are used to demongrat
proper condom usage & safe sex techniques. The doll
and other visual aids are used to allow teachintake
place where language is a problem.

The children are paid (as much as twice the
minimum wage depending on the quality of their otiXp
to produce the dolls as part of the "income gemerat
component of the survival skills that are taughtthet
school. First aid and all levels of safety round the
survival program. After attending TIOS/AOSCI onedho
training class, a full 50% of participants are igettested
for HIV/AIDS, an unheard of testing rate (for any
country).

The Clinton Foundation, Church Worlds Services,
and the FDC (Nelson Mandela’s wife’s foundationg ar
all interested in adopting or funding all or paofsher
program. The program is being called "best prattice
HIV/AIDS training in Mozambique.
